operativeshave certification in the specific activities they undertake  such as:

tion)

• First Aid etc

For a long time now, all of Ashleigh’s recyclable waste, anything 
from cardboard delivery cartons through to vinyl off-cuts have all 
been carefully separated, packaged and collected by authorised 
agencies for recycling. 

More recently, legislation has caught up in the form of the WEEE 
directives which directly affect signage activities, in particular the 
disposal of fluorescent tubes. These are carefully packaged and 
returned from site as hazardous waste which is stored for collection 
and safe disposal by a licensed contractor.

It is not only in correct disposal that Ashleigh’s green credentials 
are to be found, however.  The best form of environmental protec-
tion is to avoid the hazard in the first place.  Ashleigh have been a 
leading adopter of LED and other advanced, more environmentally  
friendly,  technologies where fluorescents are unavoidable, the 
specification of technology,  extended-life,  high frequency  types 
considerably reduces environmental impact through lower energy 
costs and longer lifetimes. These are now an Ashleigh standard and 
not only do we recommend them to clients but have recently com-
pleted the re-installation of all our factory lighting with these low 
energy long-life types.
